Fernando de Noronha is an archipelago of

21volcanic islands and islets in the Atlantic
Ocean. The islands have an area of 26 square kilomete r s and had a population of 3,108 in the
year 2009.

There is a time difference from Brasilia, Rio de Janeiro and the big Sao Paulo, being 1 hour
after those.

The main island and its islets, including
the area are part of National Marine Park of
Fernando de Noronha. This and the close
Atol das Rocas were designated by UNESCO
as a World Heritage Site in 2001.

These places fulfilled the following criteria

to be designated a World Heritage Site:

+ "to contain superlative natural phenomena or areas of exceptional natural beauty and aes-
thetic importance”;

+ "to be outstanding examples representing significant on-going ecological and biological pro-
cesses in the evolution and development of terrestrial, fresh water, coastal and marine eco-
systems and communities of plants and animals";

« "to contain the most important and significant natural habitats for in-site conservation of
biological diversity, including those containing threatened species of outstanding universal

value from the point of view of science or conservation."
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
